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This Management Discussion of Fund Performance presents the portfolio 
management team’s view on the significant factors and developments that have 
affected the ETF’s performance and outlook in the year ended March 31, 2023 (the 
“period”). If the ETF was established during the period, “period” represents the 
period since inception.

In this report, “Mackenzie” and “the Manager” refer to Mackenzie Financial 
Corporation, the manager of the ETF. In addition, net asset value (“NAV”) refers to 
the value of the ETF as calculated for subscription and redemption purposes, on 
which the discussion of ETF performance is based.

Investment Objective and Strategies
The ETF seeks to replicate, to the extent reasonably possible and before fees and 
expenses, the performance of the Dow Jones Islamic Market Developed Markets 
Quality and Low Volatility Index, or any successor thereto. It invests primarily in 
equity securities of developed world markets that are Shariah compliant.  

Risk
The risks of the ETF remain as discussed in the ETF’s Prospectus. 

The ETF is suitable for medium- to long-term investors looking for a fund that seeks 
to replicate the performance of a global Shariah-compliant equity index to hold as 
part of their portfolio, who can handle the volatility of stock markets and who have 
a medium tolerance for risk. Prospective investors should consult their own advisors 
as to whether the index and the ETF are compliant with Shariah principles. 

Results of Operations

Investment Performance
During the period, the ETF returned 3.1% (after deducting fees and expenses). This 
compares with the Dow Jones Islamic Market Developed Markets Quality and Low 
Volatility Index return of 1.6%. All index returns are calculated on a total return basis 
in Canadian dollar terms. Investors cannot invest in an index without incurring fees, 
expenses and commissions, which are not reflected in the index returns.

Global equities fell over the period as economic forecasts weakened, although 
currency movements generally boosted returns in Canadian dollar terms. 
Employment remained strong. In response to persistently high inflation, the U.S. 
Federal Reserve and the European Central Bank increased their policy rates 
significantly. Higher interest rates contributed to a crisis in the U.S. banking system 
in March, which affected banks in Europe.

Through the period, the ETF invested substantially all its assets in the stocks that 
make up the index, holding each stock in approximately the same proportion as its 
weighting in the index. Alternatively, the ETF may use a sampling methodology to 
invest in broadly diversified securities that collectively approximate the full index in 
terms of key characteristics.

The difference in performance between the ETF and the index resulted primarily 
from variations in the timing of currency conversions. This was partially offset by 
management fees and other operating expenses.

Over the period, changes were made to the ETF’s holdings to reflect changes in the 
composition of the index. 

Environmental, Social and Governance (“ESG”) Impact
The index includes only Shariah-compliant businesses, which are companies that 
generally do not receive more than 5% of their income from alcohol, tobacco, pork-
related products, weapons and defence, conventional banking and conventional 
insurance companies, or entertainment (including hotels, casinos and gambling, 
cinema, pornography and music). Index constituents from applicable developed 
markets are weighted relative to the inverse of their volatility, with the least volatile 
constituents receiving the highest weights, subject to constraints based on liquidity. 
Ratings Intelligence Partners LLP advises both the index and the ETF with regard 
to the interpretation of and compliance with Shariah principles. Its team consists 
of qualified Islamic researchers who work directly with a board of Islamic scholars 
serving to interpret business issues. The semi-annual audits conducted by Ratings 
Intelligence found the ETF to be compliant with Shariah principles.

The index is rebalanced quarterly. During the period, 63 securities were added to 
the ETF and 80 were eliminated, for a total of 165 at period-end. The addition and 
removal of securities may have resulted from the volatility and liquidity factors 
mentioned above. Of the ETF’s distributions in the period, 99.57% derived from 
Shariah-compliant sources of revenue.

Net Assets
The ETF’s net assets increased by 22.7% during the period to $155.6 million. This 
change was composed primarily of $5.4 million in net income (including any interest 
and/or dividend income) from investment performance, after deducting fees and 
expenses, and an increase of $23.5 million due to net unitholder activity (including 
sales, redemptions and cash distributions).

Recent Developments
Because the ETF is an index fund, neither market expectations nor recent 
developments affect the composition of the portfolio.

Effective March 31, 2023, KPMG LLP was appointed as the auditor of the ETF.

Related Party Transactions

Management Fees
The management expense ratio (“MER”) for the ETF during the year ended 
March 31, 2023, was similar to the annualized MER for the period ended March 31, 
2022. Total expenses paid vary from period to period mainly as a result of changes 
in average assets in the ETF. The MERs are presented in the Financial Highlights 
section of this report. The ETF paid management fees to the Manager at the annual 
rate of 0.50%. 

The management fee for the ETF is calculated and accrued daily as a percentage of 
its NAV. The ETF’s management fees were used by the Manager to pay for the costs 
of managing the investment portfolio of the ETF, including providing investment 
analysis and recommendations, making investment decisions, making brokerage 
arrangements for the purchase and sale of the investment portfolio, providing other 
services and licensing the index, and to pay for all costs and expenses (other than 
certain specified fund costs as more fully described in the Prospectus) required to 
operate the ETF. 

Other Related Party Transactions
The Manager relied on an approval provided by the Mackenzie Funds’ Independent 
Review Committee to appoint KPMG LLP as the auditor of the ETF, effective 
March 31, 2023.
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Past Performance
The ETF’s past performance information is presented in the following chart and 
table. It assumes all distributions made by the ETF in the periods presented are 
reinvested in additional units of the ETF. The chart and table do not take into 
account brokerage commissions or income taxes payable by any investor that 
would have reduced returns. The past performance of the ETF is not necessarily an 
indication of how it will perform in the future.

If you hold this ETF outside of a registered plan, income and capital gains 
distributions paid to you increase your income for tax purposes whether paid to you 
in cash or reinvested in additional units of the ETF.

(2)	 Management expense ratio (“MER”) is based on total expenses, excluding commissions and 
other portfolio transaction costs, income taxes and withholding taxes, for the stated period and 
is expressed as an annualized percentage of daily average net assets during the period, except as 
noted. If the ETF was established in the period, the MER is annualized from the date of inception to 
the end of the period. Where the ETF directly invests in securities of another fund (including other 
ETFs), the MER presented for the ETF includes the portion of MERs of the other fund(s) attributable 
to this investment. Any income distributions received from ETFs managed by the Manager, with the 
intention of offsetting fees paid within those ETFs but which are not considered to be duplicative fees 
under regulatory requirements, are treated as waived expenses for MER purposes. The Manager may 
waive or absorb operating expenses at its discretion and stop waiving or absorbing such expenses at 
any time without notice.

(3)	 The trading expense ratio (“TER”) represents total commissions and other portfolio transaction costs 
expressed as an annualized percentage of daily average net assets during the period. Where the ETF 
invests in securities of another fund (including other ETFs), the TER presented for the ETF includes 
the portion of TERs of the other fund(s) attributable to this investment. The Manager may reimburse 
the ETF for certain brokerage commissions and other transaction costs (including those payable to 
the custodian or its agents). The Manager may make these reimbursements at its discretion and stop 
these reimbursements at any time without notice. 

(4)	 The ETF’s portfolio turnover rate indicates how actively the ETF’s portfolio advisor manages its 
portfolio investments. A portfolio turnover rate of 100% is equivalent to the ETF buying and selling 
all of the securities in its portfolio once in the course of the period. The higher the ETF’s portfolio 
turnover rate in a period, the greater the trading costs payable by the ETF in the period, and the 
greater the chance of an investor receiving taxable capital gains in the year. There is not necessarily a 
relationship between a high turnover rate and the performance of the ETF. The portfolio turnover rate 
is not provided when the ETF is less than one year old.

(5)	 Closing market price, or the midpoint of the bid and ask prices in the absence of a closing market 
price, on the last trading day of the period as reported on the Cboe Canada.

(1)	 These calculations are prescribed by securities regulations and are not intended to be a reconciliation 
between opening and closing net assets per unit. This information is derived from the ETF’s audited 
annual financial statements. The net assets per unit presented in the financial statements may 
differ from the net asset value per unit calculated for ETF pricing purposes. An explanation of these 
differences, if any, can be found in the Notes to Financial Statements.

(2)	 Net assets and distributions are based on the actual number of units outstanding at the relevant time. 
The increase/decrease from operations is based on the weighted average number of units outstanding 
over the fiscal period.
